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e When leaving town on vacation, stop by the Sheriff's
Department to fill out a vacation house watch. We'll keep an
eye on your home

e Leave alamp and radio on a timer

e Don'’t stop daily deliveries of mail or newspapers - but don'’t let
them build up while you are away. Do not arrange for the Post
Office to hold your mail, arrange for a friend or neighbor to take
them regularly.

If we remain alert and aware of what is going on around us, we are
less likely to be a target. Being prepared and taking a proactive
approach can mean the difference between staying safe or becoming
a victim.
